What I see: expanse of salt flats and grasslands stark and unforgettable beauty in sunlight, the salt crystals in the sand glitter like diamonds at night they bathe the landscape in an eerie blue haze during monsoon season, the sea and rivers flood the region salt flats are transformed into great marshy swamps patches of higher ground form grassy islands many rare animals Asiatic wild donkey dark stripe along its back see herds of them, led by stallions nigali blackbuck an antelope see herds on the open plains a little less than three feet tall at shoulder upper body black underbody and ring around the eyes are white horns have a spiral twist, are about two feet long Indian gazelles wolves birds pelicans, flamingoes migratory demoiselle cranes one of the smallest cranes, about three feet tall gray feathers stick our behind the head and partway down neck white line extends from corner of the eye to the back of the head black legs and toes salt pans nearby in Rann salt is collected from sea water by simple evaporation collecting fields raked into interesting geometric patterns What I hear: people talking, calling to one another while harvesting salt calls of birds hoofbeats on the plains when herds of donkeys or blackbucks gallop What I feel: warmth of the sun sand underfoot What I taste: sand and salt salt seems always in the air What I smell: salt The plan: Start with the broad picture, in the introductory paragraph.
