· Title:

· reflects the Rhetorical Strategy + the Topic/Process

· Introduction:
· creates a scenario in which this process is relevant, necessary

· ends with a thesis/purpose statement that mentions the number of steps & difficulty of steps

· Body:

· chronology: steps are listed in a “timely” fashion – in the order they are to be completed

· transitions between steps

· * how exactly​ – details how a novice could complete this process

· Conclusion:

· refers to scenario

· repeats the purpose 

· number of steps & difficulty of steps

· total time of the process

· *describes the final “product”

· ends with an appropriate, relevant Clincher Sentence

GRADE:
· 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5

· lowest to highest

· 1-4 can be half grades

· average of the group

· .4 or lower = rounded down
