PROCESS-ANALYSIS

BRIEF DEFINITION:

· the careful, detailed explanation of a particular procedure

TYPES of PROCESS-ANALYSIS:  

· DIRECTIVE:  
· how to perform a task

· the writer is “directing” the reader how to perform the task so the reader can actually complete it (Litmus Test = Can the Reader Do It?)
· you will write this type of process essay

· how to change of flat tire

· INFORMATIVE:  
· explain how something works
· the writer is “explaining” how something operates or functions so the reader can understand the process
· how the gulf stream works
· how a ballplayer or musician makes it into her/his respective hall of fame
CHARACTERISTICS of a Directive Process:

· detail the steps in a process

· arrange them chronologically
· direct the reader step by step by step
· gather all tools, materials, ingredients in the 1st step

· group steps into stages/phases to form coherent paragraphs
· use description, narration, illustration

· use transitions between steps
· directly address the reader using second person POV (“you”)
· get it out of your system because this is the last time you’ll use “you”
INTRODUCTION:
· introduce the process in the Introduction by creating a scenario (SO WHAT?!)
· don’t announce (I’m going to, I will show you)

· THESIS:
· How many steps?

· What is the difficulty level?

· How long should it take?
· After following my easy, five-step process, you will have safely, properly changed your flat tire.

· In six easy steps that should take you approximately ten minutes, you can create a new, exciting, flattering look for yourself.
CONCLUSION:
· reference the PURPOSE of your process (SO WHAT?! Answered by the scenario) 

·  Process-as-a-whole:  

· # of and difficulty of steps

· *total TIME of process

· *describe the FINISHED PRODUCT (smells, taste, sight, feel, sound)

·  CLINCHER SENTENCE:  appropriate for this particular process
