Analogy:  EXTRA CREDIT
· This extra credit will be added to the analogy essay.
· up to 10 points
· As it’s extra credit, it’s optional:  
· you don’t "have to" complete it
· However, if you do choose to submit this assignment, then here are the specifications:

· FORMATTING & LENGTH:

· headers, spacing, fonts =  typical essay set-up
· length = 2 typed pages ("extended journal")

· READING:

· read ONE of the articles on the analogy page

· those under the Brownmiller section labeled “So What?!” 

· articles, video documentary, commercial, song lyrics

· you could even read the "rebuttals" PPT
· WRITING:
· discuss the "So What?!" that this 2nd article adds to the Brownmiller piece 

· that is, Brownmiller is making a certain point, attacking something in her article

· & you read this 2nd piece as a way warranting Brownmiller's argument 
· this is not concerned about your dis/agreement with Brownmiller

· this is not concerned about your dis/agreement with the 2nd piece

· this is concerned with seeing Brown.'s arguing in a bigger picture, a larger context

· this assignment = related to Brownmiller
· puts her argument it into a larger social context
· don't refute her or disagree with her

· but see how her point is valid, relevant, important
· SO WHAT?!

· in the conclusions to your essays, I ask you to repeat your main ideas & then add the "so what, what's your point" part

· this is what I've done w/these readings, videos, songs, commercials

· these are my "so what?" to the Brownmiller reading

· 1st reading response:

· students tend to read Brownmiller & blow it off, get caught up in the sex thing

· & I'm trying to get them to see the bigger picture

· that porn isn't just about sex; that it's about so much more 

· & that its effects are quite profound on our society

· 2nd reading response:

· to this 2nd article:  "oh my gosh, Brownmiller was right!" OR "now I see what Brownmiller was getting at" OR "so that's the big deal; now I get it "

· no research 
· think of this as a follow-up – an epilogue – to our conversations on analogies in general & Brownmiller in particular
introduce the article
