INTRODUCTION 

· Introduce the subjects

(for example):

· Introduce Subject X with an opening generalization (“everybody,” current status, anecdote)
· Then discuss the traits of Subject X 

· those that fit your argument 
·  from your pre-writing list

· Transition to your Subject Y 

· Looked at this way, X is much like Y. 
· Another subject that shares these traits is Y.

· End with ANALOGY STATEMENT
· X is like Y in terms of ___, ___, ___, and ___.
III. 
DIFFERENCES
· One paragraph

· Admit that (minor, obvious) differences exist between your subjects
