· X Is like Y (note the capitalization)
II. 
INTRODUCTION 

· Introduce the subjects

· X first, its traits, then Y

· X, its current status, traits, then Y

· Personal anecdote, to X, then Y

· End with ANALOGY STATEMENT
· X is like Y in terms of ___, ___, ___, and ___.

III. 
DIFFERENCES
· Discuss all of them in one paragraph

· Admit that 3 (minor, obvious) differences exist between your subjects

IV. 
RESEMBLANCES #1—#4
· Discuss only 1 resemblance per paragraph
· Save the most significant resemblance for last 
· Structure each resemblance paragraph this way:

1. NAME

2. EXPLAIN

3. ILLUSTRATE for Y

4. ILLUSTRATE for X

5. REITERATE

CONCLUSION 
· Repeat the analogy & resemblances

· Make clear your ARGUMENT/PURPOSE
· SO WHAT?!

· What do we learn about X by connecting it to Y?
