ANALOGIES:  GET OFF THE ROLLER COASTER

· ROLLER COASTERS:   a poor choice for a Subject Y

· We often see RC used for a SUBJECT Y

· Typically paired with LOVE or LIFE

· BUT

· a RC make for a poor Subject Y because of the DIFFERENCES

· too many & too significant
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· DIFFERENCES:

· game - not serious, for fun

· game - no real danger, illusion of danger, never in any real danger (rare exceptions)
· stand in line, long lines, people cut in line

· buy tickets for, pay to go on

· choose to go on, don’t “have to”

· but no choice once on

· everyone experiences the same ride (at the same time, in the same order)
· height requirement, must be so tall
· is over quickly
· can ride multiple times 

· backwards too

· predictable, every time it's the same loops & course

· most rides are the same, 
· take place at a special place - that you have to go to
· designed by humans, engineers, specialists

· other rides in the park….

· Bruce Springsteen wrote a song about the "Tunnel of Love" ride & his doomed marriage

· there was that country song about the merry-go-round

· tower drop, bumper cars, water slide, Ferris Wheel, tilt-a-whirl, .....

· *depends on what your argument is*
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
