· DB = 
· DB Publisher + Comma, 
· then the DB Name, italicized or underlined (just be consistent) + Period. 
· Then Web (the medium), Period. 
· Then the Date of Your Access, Period. 
· Then the URL (truncated - stop after the .edu -- for DB only)

· EBSCOhost = DB publisher

· so it will come 1st, no underlining, followed by a comma

· (Gale is another common DB publisher)

· Academic Search Premier = DB name

· so underline it, followed by period

· (Opposing Viewpoints is another DB name)

ALL URL: 
· keep the <carets> around them 
· & end with a PERIOD:  <URL>.

· to break a URL, break only after a single slash

· move up as much of the URL as possible 
· if you "space" here, Word should movie it up automatically

be consistent:    underline OR italicize
· current MLA says <i>

· personally, I like <u> b/c it shows up better

· again, just be consistent throughout the essay & WC page

· journals, magazines, newspapers, books, databases, Web sites
