ABSTRACTS:  MLA & Databases & Government Articles
· as I mentioned in the previous email, DATABASES and GOVERNMENT sources make for great/reliable sources

· BUT
· they are troublesome to cite on the Works Consulted page (& the abstracts)

---------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

· 1st, realize that each different TYPE of source will have a different set up, in the MLA style

· consult our MLA-8 page for details

· sure, you can try to use Easy Bib & Citation Machine

· BUT 

· they aren't getting this grade (you are!)

· & "garbage in, garbage out"

DATABASES:

· these are collections of previously published material

· SO...

· we have to give credit to the original publisher AND to the database (from which you retrieved it)

· which will make these bibliographic citations LONGER than others

· 2 parts:  original publisher + DB

· Last, First. "Article Title." Journal Name, vol., no., Date of Post, pp. #. DB Name, DB Owner (optional), truncated URL. Accessed Date.
· Smythe, Joanna. "Causes of Lung Cancer." Journal of Cancers, vol. 54, no.11, Dec. 2013, pp. 32-59. Academic Search Premier, EBSCOHost, lib.proxy.luzerne.edu. Accessed 26 Oct. 2016.
GOVERNMENT SOURCES:
· a government site (.gov)

· start with the government & then move through the "pecking order" of departments

· then comes the "regular" online article material

· United States, Dept. of Health and Human Services, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. "Article Title." CDC.gov, HHS, 12 Dec. 2012, full URL. Accessed 26 Oct. 2016.
NO AUTHOR:

· don't panic if your source has no author (many gov't ones do not)

· this doesn't make for a good or bad source

· so it's OK that it doesn't have one -

· don't use Anonymous or N/A

· on the abstracts, when you don't have an author, you'll leave that bullet blank & just start with the site publisher
