· C&E = another form of argument

· for OR against OR understanding

· PURPOSE:

· to understand what happened/is happening, will happen & why

· to appreciate & replicate (+) 

· to prevent (-) an event

· to persuade, convince, educate

· causality & consequence:

· non-linear

· complex

· COMPLICATED:

· a CAUSE has more than 1 effect

· an EFFECT has more than 1 cause

· CAUSES can be effects from other causes

· EFFECTS can become causes to other effects
