(1) OBJECTIVES:

· In terms of objectives, this Fallacies Presentation is quite similar to the Subtext Presentation.
· Demonstrate your grasp on the material:  Show what you know.

(2) LENGTH:
· Give a 1-1½-page “presentation” (essay) on the fallacies found in one source.

· Describe and explain ALL of the fallacies involved with each source.  

· As many fallacies as you can find.

· Do not be afraid to go too far.

· Why is it fallacious?  

· What assumptions or inferences are made?  

· What other evidence or explanations are omitted?  

· How are the authors avoiding the issue?  

· What diversions are they creating?

(3) SOURCES:
· In terms of sources, too, the Fallacies Presentation is quite similar to the Subtext Presentation.

· Sources may be advertisements, articles, editorials, or political columns.  

· Since this is a presidential election year, perhaps you could consult candidates’ speeches (transcript) or press releases OR political columns and editorials.

· Obviously, print media may have more raw materials with which to work.
