· to draft an introductory paragraph to function as the Introduction in the Final Draft

I. Introduction: 
· introduce your movie 

· brief plot synopsis 

· characters, actors, director, writers 

· *very near to the Introduction that will appear in Final Essay 

· end with your THESIS (consult the sheet) 

 

II. Understanding the process:
· go through each step in the entire process AND discuss what you have done or will do

· you can skip the "proposal" step since it concerns this assignment

· mind your verb tenses (past tense prior to the Proposal, future tense from Proposal to Final Draft)

· name your sources for those steps dealing with bibliographic data

· authors, titles 

· databases or sites from which you acquired them 

 

IIIPROCESS ESSAY: 

· take me through this entire research process by discussing each step/assignment 

· step by step, in order 

· after your Introduction: 

· To begin, I watched my movie, at first just passively watching it and then watching it with a critical eye.  I had to watch it three times.  Then I drafted an "AYK" post that discussed my initial....." 
· (continue step by step by step through our process, up to the Final Draft)
