· No, you will not find Roger Ebert (e.g.) using words like "ad misericordiam" or "false analogy."

· nstead, he will use words approximating these or phrases that could function as the definitions of these: 

· "oversentimentality" or "tear-jerker" for ad misericordiam 

· So, what I want you to do is use his words to back up your claims of fallacies/weaknesses: 

· I want you to employ the terminology we have studied thus far (ENG 102-ese), 

· terms regarding subtext, logos, pathos, ethos, and the fallacies. 

· To explain your point regarding a fallacy in the movie, you can use a quote from a source, 

· understanding that this quote will NOT use our terms, but words and phrases similar to ours ("in other words") 

· For example:  
· Another weakness of this movie is its reliance upon the ad misericordium fallacy. In other words, it abuses pathos. For example, Roger Ebert, world-famous film critic for the Chicago Sun Times, asserts, "There were scenes in this movie that were so sappy, so sugary-sweet, that I left the theater with a toothache" (3).  A perfect example of one of those scenes is when .... 

· Here, Mr. Ebert's "sappy, sugary-sweet" is synonymous with our "ad misericordiam."
