REMINDERS
· TITLE:  
· simple, topic + main
· PLOT SYNOPSIS:

· keep it concise

· this is NOT a movie summary paper
· PARAGRAPH ORGANIZATION:

1) Name the point & attribute it to the SIDE.

2) Briefly explain the point.

3) Illustrate the point with a representative quote from a source.

4) End with a warrant statement (“thus,” “therefore”) that brings the paragraph full-circle by reiterating the point & attributing it to the side (perhaps segueing to the next point as well:  “In addition to…”)

· WARRANT STATEMENTS:  
· do NOT end a paragraph with another’s words/ideas; 
· attribute the point to the side (perhaps segue to the next point)

· ATTRIBUTION:  

· attribute each point to the SIDE

· attribute quote to an author (not the article)….active voice

· CREDENTIALS:  
· for the 1st mention of author, give her/his credentials in a “lead-in expression”

· WEB SOURCES:  

· say so (online, Web, Internet, database article)

· put in the (  ) p. # or a “Subheading” or a para.# – something from the source as a bearing/point of reference for the reader to find that quote in the midst of the long article

· EMPHATIC ORDER:  
· save the “best” point for last (and say so)

· TRANSITIONS:  

· segue from the THESIS to Side #1

· enumerate each point (First, Furthermore, Moreover, Additionally,…)

· transition from Side #1 to Side #2

· POV:  
· no “you” and no “I” throughout 

· remain objective
· SPELLING:  
· affect vs. effect, than vs. then
