Also, you may directly quote the “material,” or you may paraphrase or summarize it—but do not lose the meaning of the original quote.
3 typical structures:
· According to Author, appositive regarding credentials, “Direct Quote” (citation).

· In + source, Author (w/credentials) + intro verb, + “Direct Quote” (citation).

· Author, appositive regarding credentials, intro verb, + “Direct Quote” (citation).

CITATIONS:
· Remember, when the author’s name is included in the lead-in, you needn’t repeat it in the citation.

· You’re given multiple pages for the entire article, so use in the citation only a single page for the quotation.

(2) Authors=Michael S. Hanna and James W. Gibson. Book Title=Public Speaking for Personal Success. Pages=295-297. Material=Credibility is believability and is affected by a speaker’s knowledge, personal appearance, and extent of audience agreement.

(3) Author=Louis Sullivan. Magazine Article Title=A Stitch in Time. Pages=65-72. Material=Critics hostile to modern architecture have misinterpreted the slogan “a stitch in time saves nine.”

(4) Authors=Lee H. Oswald and Jack Ruby. Magazine Article Title=Who Really Killed Kennedy? Pages=15-22. Material=Ruby refuted Oswald’s arguments of innocence by killing him.

(5) Author=Myron Cohen. Journal Article Title=Crack Babies. Pages=16-24. Material=Norplant is not the solution to this problem.
(6) Author=Jackson Williams. Newspaper Article Title=President Gets a Big “Bare” Hug. Newspaper=New York Times. Section=D. Page=15. Date=5/5/05. Material=Then the stripper streaked across the field and embraced President Brown before being arrested by Secret Service agents.

(7) Person Interviewed=Joe “The Streaker” Striekerson. Source= Personal Interview.  Material=Although I have been arrested for my actions, I just wanted to show the president how happy I was with her foreign policy.
(8) Author=unknown. Journal Article=Take Responsibility for Your Actions. Journal=Accountability. Issue=July. Pages=31-55. Material=I call those people cowards who, from the shadows of anonymity, stir up the hornet nest of public opinion.  
(9) Author=Bob Anderson. Web Article Title=My Heart’s in San Francisco. Subheading=Gay Rights. Magazine Title=The Advocate. Date=5/5/05. Page=164. Material=Denying homosexuals the right to marry is unconstitutional. 

(10) Author=Theodora N. Tantrum. Web site Sponsor=Habitually Upset Finicky and Frightened. Web site Article Title=People in Straw Houses Should Not Run for Political Office. Posting Date=1/23/05. Access Date=5/5/05. Material=If those governmental meanies do not tender their resignations immediately, the members of HUFF are ready to pout and stomp our feet until somebody pays attention to us.
