When you have more than 1 work by the same author, spell out the author’s name the 1st time BUT then replace it for the other sources with 3 hyphens (as seen here)





Notice the PUNCTUATION:


periods after the citation


no "p" or pg" for page numbers


no commas with page numbers or time codes


commas with other numbered locations (par., pt., ch., sec.)


major words in Titles & Subheadings capitalized





The NORDHAUS sources =


an instance in which you have 2+ works by the same author….


SO you can’t just use the Last Name + page referent.  


If you did, readers would wonder to which source you were referring (page 132 of which Nordhaus work?). 


So we add a comma and the “Article Title”





*IF*


IF 2 sources have NO AUTHOR and the SAME ARTICLE TITLE, then we’d use the “Article” + comma + Site Name + space + Page Referent) – whatever is next in line in the bibliographic citation


(“Causes of Lung Cancer,” ALA.org, par. 9).


(“Causes of Lung Cancer,” LungCancer.org 65).


IF we had a work by Hillary Clinton & another by Bill Clinton, then we’d have to add the initial of the 1st name of the author to the in-text citation (full 1st if the initials are the same:  


(H. Clinton, par. 4).


(B. Clinton, par. 7).
