WHAT to CITE
I. direct quotations:
· What should go without saying I’ll say anyway – 
· Cite direct quotations.  
· When readers see quotation marks, they should see a parenthetical citation immediately afterwards.

· end of the quote + end quotation + space + parenthetical citation + period

· “…last word” (Smith 89).

· When to use a direct quote:

· Cite the exact words of the author 
· when they authoritatively, clearly, succinctly, and perfectly express the idea you want to convey 
· you could not write or communicate the idea any better

· when they unequivocally and authoritatively support your claim

· they clearly prove your point

· otherwise, paraphrase
II. paraphrases:
· Now it gets a little tricky.  What if you put that direct quote into your own words?  Do you still need to cite?  
· YES, you must cite paraphrases, too.

· You cite borrowed words AND borrowed ideas.

· Anything you did not know before researching gets cited.

· Since you did not know the idea before, you must give credit where it is due.

· Although they are your words, the idea behind the words belongs to someone else…as with a patent or copyright.
· She who thinks it gets the credit.

· When to paraphrase:

· When the original source is 

· too long, too verbose

· too technical

· too unclear

· filled with diversions, tangents, or other irrelevant information

· you could communicate the idea better, clearer, more concisely

III. EVERY SENTENCE of BORROWED IDEAS:
· Cite after every sentence 
· Since you'll be weaving original ideas (yours) and borrowed ideas (source’s), the reader needs to know to whom an idea belongs.
· So – cite after every sentence of borrowed material (words or ideas).

· So – you will not cite an entire paragraph 
· since this is your paper, your thoughts must be included, often enveloping and explaining the borrowed ideas.
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
