*attribute quote/point to the author, NOT to the article (the article does not do anything).
*present tense (articles exist in eternal present, so:  “Mark Boone asserts in his Web article…”)

· no “says”: (because most sources were written) writes, asserts, claims, offers, suggests, argues, points out, proposes, advises, reports, informs, alleges, contends….

· organization:  Strictly follow the organizational scheme below. 

· lead-in expressions:  Use proper lead-ins to introduce a quote or a paraphrasing (at least for the first time you utilize a particular source)(consult the worksheet done in class).
· parenthetical citations:  Employ proper MLA citations (you must cite everything that you picked up from your sources; if an idea did not appear in your AYK essay, then you better attribute it to a source).

I. TITLE:

· no cover page, no title page

· centered above the text with no bold, no underline, no italics
· capitalize the first word and all major words (no articles, no prepositions)

· consult textbook for writing titles (keep it simple)(resembles thesis)

· no bias (do not favor one side of the issue), remain objective
· examples:  

Should We Reform Social Security?

Does Social Security Need to Be Reformed? 

Social Security:  To Be or Not to Be  
To Reform or Not to Reform—That Is the Question Regarding Social Security
II. INTRODUCTION:

· maybe include a little bit of history (history of Social Security)

· maybe include a little bit of history on the debate (history of Social Security Reform)

* status of the situation (“Currently, a debate is raging across America…”)

* thesis question (“Should we reform Social Security or let it be?”)

* remain OBJECTIVE in the introduction; do not argue a particular point of view
III. BODY of ESSAY:

A) Summary of Side #1:  (the side opposite your own)

· segue from thesis question into Side #1 (“One side of the issue answers that question…”)

· fully, fairly, and OBJECTIVELY summarize the side

· identify each main point of the argument (“Proponents of SS reform also argue that…”)
· explain each point

· use quotes from or paraphrasings of the sources to illustrate each point (cite)
** you are summarizing a position, not arguing from it, so attribute points to the side 
B) Summary of Side #2:  (the side you will argue for)

· segue from your summary of the other side into Side #2 (“While one side feels strongly about Social Security reform, another side/faction/section/group believes…”)

· fully, fairly, and OBJECTIVELY summarize the side

· identify each main point of the argument (“Another point opponents of SS reform offer...”)
· explain each point

· use quotes or paraphrasings from the sources to illustrate each point

** you are summarizing a position, not arguing from it, so attribute points to the side 

IV. CONCLUSION:
· **SUBJECTIVE**
· analyze the information above (see textbook how to “analyze”)

· draw conclusions from the presented data

· employ your analogy to prove your point

· incorporate proper use of Logos, Pathos, Ethos

· demonstrate the opponent’s improper use of Logos, Pathos, Ethos

· perhaps make concessions to other side (as a segue) but definitely suggest options for 
SIDE #3 (compromise)
