· This is similar to an FAB, but it is more critical; the evaluation section looks more to counter or rebut the use of this source.  

· Each member of the group will submit an OCR-FAB for grading.

1) proper MLA format:  
· *alphabetically listed
· *reverse indentation

2) summary of source:  

· What is the author’s thesis?  What are the author’s claims that s/he uses to support that thesis AND how does s/he support such claims?
· In your notes, list the main points, perhaps a quote, follow the chronology/organization of the source.

· *If you were to insert subheadings into the article, they would, in effect, serve as the author’s main points)
3) evaluation:                    

· Be more critical of these sources than you were with your own.

· It is not whether you agree or not; instead critique the Logos (fallacies), Pathos, and Ethos of the source.
