SUMMARY of the OTHER SIDE
· each member of the group will submit a full, fair, and objective summary of the Other Side; this will be an individual (as opposed to a group) effort;** in other words, each group will NOT summarize the opponent, but each person of that group will examine the information from Discovery and summarize the opposition in his/her own words
· *this will appear in your final essay as the Other Side (if done correctly)
· *use proper lead-in for a quote (worksheet); mention credentials

· *attribute quote/point to the author, NOT to the article (the article does not do anything)

· *Web sources:  either mention in the text that it is a Web source (“In her Web article, Smith asserts…”) or use sub-headings in the parenthetical citation, if given (“Sub-Heading”).

· *essay format

· double spaced, 12 font size, Times New Roman, proper headers on each page

fully developed
fairly presented (no bias)

objectively discussed (no personal opinion; no “I”; just the facts)(who said what)(*do not evaluate or critique until the Conclusion of the final essay)
(1) determine the main points of their argument; then, for each point:

a) name it, 
b) explain it briefly, 
c) use a representative quote or paraphrase from the sources to illustrate the point 
(2) logically arrange these points (“emphatic order”-- save the best for last)
(3) remember to cite both directly quoted AND paraphrased information from the sources
