I. TITLE:
· keep it simple

· keep it objective

· issue + 2 sides

II. INTRODUCTION:

· introduce the issue 1st

· brief history (follow a CHRONOLOGY)

· end with thesis question

· **remain OBJECTIVE throughout; you subjectively push 1 side ONLY in the Conclusion

III. BODY:

· segue/transition from the thesis question

· fully, fairly, objectively present their side

· each point = its own paragraph

· each point = name, explain, illustrate with a representative quote from a source, warrant/justify

· each point = should be related to the Side’s main stance on the issue
· all points should be related to our thesis

· segue/transition to your side

· fully, fairly, and objectively present your side (just as you did theirs, see above)

IV. CONCLUSION:

· **SUBJECTIVE ANALYSIS; don't merely repeat what you've already stated

· weaknesses of their side (FALLACIES***)

· strengths of your side + your (concise) analogy

	*end with SIDE #3*

· MLA = perfect!

· no summary, no evaluation, just bibliographic data in MLA format

· ALL sources read for this project, even those not cited in your paper

GRAMMAR:

· no “you” throughout

· mind your spelling, punctuation, pronoun reference

SET-UP:

· proper header on p.1

· header (last name-page#) on pages 2+

· stapled

(-2pts.)
