ANALOGY JOURNAL
In a journal entry – as opposed to a full-blown essay – discuss what your position on our topic is like.

· Allowing capital punishment to continue is like…?

· Abolishing capital punishment would be like….?

· Ask yourself, What is my side’s central position?  Its major claims? 

· Then try to think of something else 

· that is abolished and should be, or should not have been

· something (law, practice) that was wrong and was overturned, or wasn’t wrong and should not have been overturned

· Relate the unknown (your position) to the known (another similar position).

EXAMPLE:  Stance = Against Same-Sex Marriages
· Biblical Analogy:  God’s wrath, Sodom and Gomorrah

· Legal Analogy:  under PA law, homosexuality is listed under “sexual deviancy” … so compare it to one of the other sexual deviancies:  polygamy, bigamy, rape, molestation, pedophilia, …

· Deductive Thinking:  

· Major Premise:  some generalization involving what you are comparing same-sex marriages to

· Minor Premise:  same-sex marriages, homosexuality

· Conclusion:  therefore, same-sex marriages should be banned

· Question:  Ask yourself:  

· Homosexuality = what?

· Same-sex marriages = what?

· Question:  

· What else do we ban or oppose legally?  

· (since you are looking to ban same-sex marriages)

· (since you are looking for legal justification to oppose same-sex marriages)

· Can a comparison be made between the two?

· Question:

· Is homosexuality considered a disease or a dysfunction (genetic malfunction)?

· If so, make a comparison to a disease or dysfunction.
