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I. Prerequisites: Completion of ENG 101 (English Composition)

II. Course Description:

Students will develop writing, research, and critical thinking skills through diverse reading assignments, writing assignments, and class discussion in this writing-intensive course.  The methods of cause/effect, analogy, and argument will be discussed and employed, culminating in an extended paper which employs multiple patterns and utilizes secondary sources.  Students will support their analyses and assert their conclusions through careful and well-documented research using Modern Language Association (MLA) citation methods.
