· C/C your own experiences to author’s examples

· Opposing Argument:
· if given, was it “fully, fairly, objectively” discussed?

· if not, list possible objections, refutations?

· If not, who could be among the group

· Active Reading:
· paraphrase the Claim & Reasons
· underline, highlight

· mark as “C” and “R” in the margin

· evaluate the Evidence
· underline, mark as “E” in the margin

· Was evidence actually supplied?

· Was it sufficient in quantity & quality?

· circle key terms

· defined by the author?

· list & define them
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
