· Be able to define literary terms & apply them to stories.  
· Class conversations played a significant role in my choosing these questions.  
· Biographical material with respect to “style” was a big aspect of our Kate Chopin discussions, but other than that, I will not ask “Where was Steinbeck born?” or “What was the name of the newspaper for which Hemingway worked?”

· To illustrate, if we read a highly symbolic story, an appropriate test question would read:  Define symbolism AND discuss one significant symbol from "A Highly Symbolic Story."
