Ch.1 ACTIVITY:  Fire Safety – Stop, Drop, and Roll

· As a firefighter, you often need to conduct public safety training sessions, particularly to avoid fires and fire injuries. 

· With a team of two other students, prepare an oral presentation on how to “Stop, Drop, and Roll.”

SDR:  The principles of STOP, DROP, and ROLL are simple: 

1) Stop! Do not run if your clothes catch on fire. 
2) Drop to the floor face down.
3) Cover your face with your hands to protect it from the flames. 
4) Roll over and over to smother the fire. Don't stop until the flames have been extinguished. 

· Each of you should prepare a presentation for one of following audiences: 

GROUPS:

1) Group of 4-year-old children at a day care center.
2) Group of senior citizens at a nursing home.
3) Group of college students in a chemistry lab. 

· As you prepare your presentation, think about your audience, your purpose, and the information that you want to distribute. Use examples and pictures for your presentation that would be appropriate for your audience. 
· After you each complete your presentation, notice the differences that you made in content, language, presentation style, and examples. 
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
