descriptive journal

First, your task is not to describe your field; rather, it is to discuss how you would use description (the rhetorical tool) in your field - When during work would you have to describe the way something/one looks, smells, tastes, sounds, feels?  ("Feels" - not as in feelings but in tactile/touch impressions)

Imagine you're in your career working - Under what circumstances, in what instances would you have to describe something/someone, using your senses?  

For example, as a physician's assistant, you would use your sense of sight to observe the patient, describe what the wound looks like, its color, its shape & size.  You'd also describe smell, sounds, and tactile impressions, too.  So wound care alone requires much description using various sense details.  

Likewise, cops and lawyers and medical personnel use description to describe crime scenes, working conditions, people/suspects/patients.  

So tell how me you might have to describe something/someone through sense details during the course of an average day in your chosen field.

Remember, not all 5 senses will be relevant to all fields, but most (4/5) will be.
