· The student will put IN HIS/HER OWN WORDS the information on a sub-division of the topic as decided upon by the group.
· To cite borrowed or researched information, the student will simply put—after each idea—a set of parentheses within which s/he will place the author’s last name and page number (or subheading or paragraph number) -- (Smith 89).
III. Works Consulted Page:

· Alphabetically list all books, articles, and Web sites consulted for this project.
· Author’s name (last, then first). “Article Title.” Site. Date Posted. Date Accessed <URL>.

IV. Length of presentation:

· Each person will speak for approximately 2 minutes.
· This averages to 10 to 12 minutes per group.
