THESIS STATEMENT
· DEFINITION:  A thesis statement is, as its name implies, a single sentence that articulates the focus of the entire essay.  After a reader peruses this statement that appears at the end of the Introduction, he or she will know exactly what topic the essay concerns, the main idea regarding that topic, and the support employed to prove that main idea.

· FORMULA:   

TOPIC + MAIN IDEA + SUPPORT
· EXAMPLES:

· My bedroom is a pig sty in terms of the floor, the bed, and the closet. (D)
· This frightening experience taught me some valuable lessons regarding myself, my friends, and my family. (N)
· Nine Inch Nails is my favorite band because of their thoughtful lyrics, their fantastic live shows, and their energetic music. (EX)
· If you follow my six easy steps, you will never fail another test. (P/A)
· When I was in high school, I noticed that the three most abundant groups of students were the freaks, the geeks, and the preps. (D/C)
· High school and college are similar in terms of size of classes, types of students, and types of teachers.” (C/C)
· A shopoholic is a person who puts the maximum amount of charges on his/her credit cards each month, who spends more money than he/she makes, and who compulsively buys unnecessary items. (Def’n)
