GRAMMAR:

· Spelling, Capitalization, Punctuation
· Faulty Parallelisms:  
· items in a series must be of the same grammatical form (“3 of a kind” – 3 nouns OR 3 “because” clauses OR 3 prepositional phrases)

· there’s more to it, but that should suffice

· Sentence Errors:

· Fragments, Run-ons, Comma Splices

· Pronoun Reference:

· singular nouns/pronouns are referred to with singular pronouns

· plural nouns/pronouns are referred to with plural pronouns

· “their” = plural pronoun VS. “she or he” = singular pronoun
· if possible, better to make your nouns plural (matched with “their”) 

Point-of-View:

· avoid “you” as much as possible

· use “one” for 3rd person objective OR “I, we” for 1st person subjective

· if you want to include the reader, then use “we”

· if you want to generalize, use “one” or “people” or equivalent

Rhetorical Questions:

· similar to above, don’t try to grab the reader’s attention or appeal to the reader with “have you ever” type of questions

· to argue, make statements instead of questions 

Informalities:

· watch your tone – these essays are not journals or emails

· do not use “see” or “well”  or “ok” OR any slang or clichéd expressions

· much of your “personality” is omitted

· yes, the 1st assignment was an “informal” opinion essay to warm you up to argument; now leave the “informalities” behind

TITLES:

· Topic + Main Idea

· Main Idea:  Here, your analogy (spell it out)

· X Is like Y (capitalize the verb)

· centered, no bold, no underline, no quotation marks
BODY –

1) Differences
· transition from the Thesis to the Differences (see the OT)

· in a single para., admit the differences between your 2 subjects

2) Similarities
· 1 pt. per para.

· see “paragraph structure” below (& see the OT)
· certainly more similarities than differences

· certainly more significant similarities than differences
TRANSITIONS:

· between sentences
· between subjects

· between paragraphs

· from  the Thesis to Differences

· from  the Difference to Difference (enumerate)

· from Differences to Resemblances

· from one Resemblance par. to the next Resemblance par.

· from Subject Y to Subject X within par.

PARAGRAPH STRUCTURE:

· generally:

1) Name the point/reason

2) Explain it briefly (in other words)

3) Illustrate it with examples or quotes or figures

4) Warrant, justify, relate the #3 to #1 (repeat your point—“Thus, Therefore”)
	· specifically:  for the Analogy Essay, here’s the structure of each paragraph:

(1) Topic Sentence (see below) 

(2) Explain or clarify the Resemblance

(3) Discuss & Illustrate for Subject Y

(4) Discuss & Illustrate for Subject X (what you’re arguing about)

* don’t go back & forth between Y &X

            (5) Clincher Sentence to wrap up the par. (reiterate the Resemblance)


· only 1 point/topic per paragraph

· strong Topic Sentences
· clearly announce the point/reason to be discussed in the paragraph

· 2/3 of your thesis

· “Another point of similarity between falling in love and stepping into a bear trap is ….”

· consistent order of subjects:

· 1) Subject Y (stepping into a bear trap)
· 2) Subject X (falling into love)
· Subject X = always 2nd
· remain consistent in this order in EACH paragraph

· transition from Subject #1 to Subject #2

· “Likewise, Similarly, Correspondingly, In the same way”

· this reinforces your point, theme

CONCLUSIONS:

· argue your point

· ** make your point clear

· ** The purpose of your analogy is to ….?

· What are you trying to say about your Subject X?

· What is your argument regarding Subject X?

· More – much more – than that X & Y share resemblances (that’s a Comparison Essay) 

· What do we learn about X through your connection to Y?
	ESSAY OUTLINE
· Introduction w/ Thesis Statement (which mentions all the resemblances)

· Differences

· R#1 (see “paragraph structure”)

· R#2

· R#3
· R#4 (most significant Res. – Emphatic Order)

· Conclusion (which not only repeats the resemblances but also makes clear your argument regarding X)
