· Point of View:  

· no “you” throughout

· avoid 2nd person point of view

· remain consistent in person throughout

· 3rd person (person, people, one, he/she, hers/his, they)

· 1st person for examples

· Pronoun-Antecedent Agreement:

· a singular pronoun refers back to a singular noun/pronoun

· a plural pronoun refers back to a plural noun/pronoun

· just subject-Verb Agreement (singular w/singular, plural w/plural)

· Diction:

· NO “things,” “stuff,” “a lot”

· Sentence Errors:

· Fragments

· Comma Splices

· Run-On Sentences

· Faulty Parallelism:

· items in a series (usually) must be of the same grammatical structure

· 3 nouns, 3 “because” clauses, 3 prepositional phrases

· page #1 header

· page #2+ headers

· Title:

· parallel structure

· capitalization

ESSAY REQUIREMENTS
· Emphatic Order:

· “why last?”

· save the most significant resemblance for LAST

· AND say so in the Topic Sentence

· More Differences:

· 3 at the very least (so 4+ Resemblances)
· put some thought into it

· not only for your Analogy

· but also for Critical Thinking skills 
· (to refute an Analogy)

· Organization:

· Y = always 1st
· X = always 2nd
· in each Body paragraph

· Be More Specific:

· use specific examples/instances

· especially for your Subject X

· Transitions:
· from Thesis to Differences

· from Difference to Difference (enumerate)

· from Differences to Resemblances

· from Resemblance to Resemblance

· from Resemblances to Conclusion

· Conclusion:

· don’t rush it!

· make clear your argument … about Subject X

· what are you “trying to say” about your Subject X

· what is the significance of connecting X to Y

· what should we gain about X through such a connection to Y
