· Gender (man = #1 W/PROST; ff = BOTH)

· Kids (kids & FF, not w/prostitution)

· Open for service (night vs. 24/7)

· Locations (corners, cars, hotels vs. anywhere)

· Open vs. hidden

· Franchises

· Commercials/ads (at least here in USA)

· Legal vs. illegal

· Connection w/drugs (prostitution)

· Diseases (prostitution)

· Pay for prostitutes vs. pay for FF workers 

· + benefits, work conditions

· Pimps vs. managers

· Abuse

· Easy to leave vs. not

· Rite of passage/1st job vs. shouldn’t be

ANALOGY:  FAST FOOD & PROSTITUTION

THE SIMILARITIES
· made in unsanitary conditions
· made by people who don’t care about their work 
· in it for the paycheck
· don’t care about customers
· serves a basic human need
· serves it quickly
· serves it relatively cheaply/inexpensively
· but at a higher cost down the road (long-term effects)
