ANALOGY ESSAY:  PRE-WRITING PROCESS

1) think of a topic you feel strongly about = Subject X
· means something to you, one that raises your BP, either in a good way or bad (personal)

· could even be the same topic you had for the IOE

· For ex:  You chose as your Subject X drug abuse because you watched your cousin slowly kill himself with his heroin addiction.  

2) come to a clear argument about X 

· for/against, good/bad

· should be outlawed, saved, repealed,…

· or, bring us awareness of the issue or job - what it’s like – so we can take some action
3) list the traits of X that support this argument 
· its negative traits if you’re against it, if it’s bad

· as in the IOE or an Illustration paper, the reasons it’s bad
4) coming up w/ SUBJECT Y  

· look at those X traits & think of what else shares some of these traits 

· AND 

· fits your argument concerning X

· then that issue will be your Subject Y
5) choose & arrange your resemblances
· those traits from the list that both X & Y share will become the “resemblances” in your essay

· (no, not all on the list will match, but enough...that’s why you chose that Y)

· choose the 4 most significant resemblances

· arrange them in the emphatic order
6) OT
· you'll organization your ideas regarding X & Y into the Outline Template
· which will force you to structure the essay properly (as noted in the PPTs)
· the structure is an important part of this assignment as it addresses many of the key issues mentioned in the PPTs

· for the “differences,” consider  the “obvious” ones, that ones that jump out at you as soon as you think of X&Y.

7) *at least 3 Differences
8) *at least 4 Resemblances
· the 3 “most obvious” Differences &

· the 4 “most significant” Resemblances 

· will keep this essay manageable

· which usually comes in the 4-6-page range

* Remember, we want a Subject Y from a different category, so we would NOT use heroin abuse is like alcohol abuse; instead we’d look outside the category of substance abuse & alight on Russian roulette, because it too shares most of the negative traits you listed before about X.  Since we already know about Y, have already agreed that it’s bad & perhaps even outlawed it, we can transfer those feelings, opinions, attitudes, laws onto the Subject X – thus supporting our argument and achieving our purpose for the entire project.
