OT:

· Please notice how the Outline Template puts the traits and structure of "analogy" in to action – 

· it's the PPT come to life.  

· The Outline Template (OT) solves many of the organizational problems that come with this essay – 

· as noted on the "Common Problems" & "Common Comments" sheets on the Analogy page.  

· Don't fight it; let it work it's magic. 

INRODUCTION:

· NB:  Since there's no single way to draft Introductions, this OT, as well as those throughout the course, offers suggestions for a logically coherent Intro... 

· that must be a single paragraph, 

· a single & coherently organized paragraph, 

· & a single & coherently organized paragraph that ends with a strong Thesis Statement. 

DIFFERNCES:

· B/C there are always obvious differences, differences that our debate opponents would pounce on, we admit them first, right after the Introduction. Don't go in to detail @ them, just mention them in a single para.(no more). Unlike the Comparison/Contrast paper, there's no balance between differences & similarities; here in the analogy, the focus is on the resemblances.

· quickly mention your differences in a single paragraph – 

· no more! 

· (they are NOT the focus of this paper)

RESEMBLANCES:

· So after the Differences par., discuss each resemblance in its own para.:  

· name the res. that both share, 

· explain/define/clarify that resemblance, 

· illustrate for Y, 

· then for X, 

· then end with a clincher sentence.

· discuss one resemblance per paragraph, 

· naming the resemblance that BOTH share in the Topic Sentence, 

· explaining the resemblance (do NOT go into detail yet re: X&Y; just explain the term), 

· illustrating for Y 1st and X 2nd (this is a MUST!), 

· and then ending by reiterating the resemblance that's just been illustrated. 


CONCLUSION:
· In the Conclusion, not only do you repeat your main ideas (as always), but you also make clear your argument re: X  --

· on the OT I make this very clear with the length of the box & the number of questions.

· In the Conclusion, ARGUE – 

· much, much more than that X&Y are similar. 

· So what?! 

· What's your point in connecting X to Y, what are you trying to prove, argue, suggest, explain about X?
