to be applied to the Works Consulted
Alphabetical Order
· by the first letter of the author’s last name 

· OR by the first “real” word of the “Article Title”

· do not alphabetize by A, An, The

Reverse Indentation
· do not indent line 1

· indent lines 2+

BASIC Web Article FORMAT
Last, First. “Article Title.” Site Name. Date of Post (n.d. if “no date”). Date of Access (no 

period) <Full URL>.

· If the whole citation moves when you hit “tab” to indent the second line, place your cursor at the start of the second line, hit “enter,” and then tab over.

AUTHORS
· reverse only the 1st author’s name (Last, First)

· authors 2,3,4 will be First Last 

· if more than 4 authors

· Last, First, et al.

· do not include the author’s professional title

· no Dr. or PhD

Periods
· place punctuation within quotation marks (article titles)

· place periods after abbreviations (months)

· place NO period before the <URL>

· ALWAYS place a period at the very end (like a sentence) (after the <URL>.)
Databases
· consult the handout

· original publishing information AND database information

Dates
· military style

· day month year

· 1 Dec. 2009

· if no date of post, use n.d. for “no date”
