WHY WE CITE:
· Credibility of argument (experts; proof & not opinion)
· Credibility of us as writers 

· Plagiarism:  

· credit, differentiation, clarity, academic honesty/integrity
· continue the conversation, web-effect, tag-team, so readers can learn more about this,…

WHAT WE CITE:

· “direct quotes”

· paraphrasing (ideas)
· e-sources

· stats, facts, figures
· summaries

· technical terms or special knowledge (not Common Knowledge)
· pictures & videos
· speeches, interviews

HOW WE CITE:

· Author:
· Last (First only if 2+ w/same last name)

· if no author = “Article”

· Page Referent (where in the source)

· Page Numbers

· Subheadings

· Paragraph #

PUNCTUATION:

· Parentheses (hence, the name "parenthetical citations")
· Period = after the (  ).
· Block Quote. (period = before, no "QM," double-spaced, all is indented)

· "QM":  exact words of source

· (words or phrases or sentences -- whatever you borrow)

· QM vs. <u> or <i>:

· “Articles” (also, episodes poems, speeches, short stories, essays, songs)
· Books, Databases, Web Sites, Movies, TV Shows, CDs, Court Cases, Newspapers, Journals, Magazines, Pamphlets, Ships, Air & Space Crafts, Epic Poems, Paintings & Sculptures, …
· Ellipses & Brackets:  “The hazardous effects of smoking on a teenager's body [. . .] consist of ABC”
· Lead-In Expressions:

· Dr. Smith  + credentials + writes/posits/argues/asserts, “

· present tense & not "says" unless spoken (speech, interview)

· Quote of a Quote:  Dr. Jayne Smith, as quoted by Douglas Jones, asserts, “' ...'” (Jones par.7).


EVALUATING SOURCES:
· types of sources:

· *scholarly*

· non-specialists but serious 

· general audience 

· dubious sources
· source analysis:

· author, publication, writing, evidence

· depth of coverage

· "credible, reliable" sources:

(Author & Publication)
· background = 
· expert in field, education, experience, 
· reputation among peers, no bias/agenda
· quality writing, quality research
· analysis = 
· in-depth, serious, objective, accurate
· multiple sides, different perspectives
· facts vs. opinions, updated/revised
· tone = 
· concerned, serious, no agenda or "axe to grind," not a "homer"
· locations =
· databases
· dots:  org, mil, gov, edu (vs. com)
RESEARCHING ERRORS:
· poor sources (see above)

· *plagiarism*

· "overworking the data" (eggs/basket)

· "string of peals" (BQ-itus)

· "under-researched research paper"
