I. INTRODUCTION:

· Introduce the fallacy.

· Define it explicitly, clearly, at length.

· Quote the text book, my PPT, online source (if needed, but not required).

· Use your own understanding – put it into your own words.

· Thesis:  fallacy found in source.

II. BODY:

· NO RESEARCH IS NECESSARY.

· BODY #1:

· In a complete, well-developed paragraph

· Describe the source (like a rhetorical prospectus)

· where, when, by whom it was published

· Describe the source

· Description, Explanation, Synopsis

· Describe the scene, the action

· What’s going on in the advertisement (e.g.)?

· BODY #2:

· Explicitly, clearly, completely, unmistakably, in detail

· Explain how this source commits this fallacy

· Use SPECIFIC quotes, scenes, gestures, expressions,… from the source to illustrate.

· Why is it fallacious?  

· What assumptions or inferences are made?  

· What other evidence or explanations are omitted?  

· How are the authors avoiding the issue?  

· What diversions are they creating?

· This is the heart/focus/purpose of this essay, so take your time and be thorough.

· If more than one instance, perhaps use more than one paragraph.

· Bring the essay full-circle.

· Repeat the fallacy

· Define it again

· More concisely, this time

· End by drawing a “conclusion” about the source and/or the fallacy – 
· What does your finding this fallacy in this source mean to you?  How is it significant?

· What does this fallacy say about the source
· its quality, authenticity, ethos?
· What questions does this raise about the source’s motives?

· hidden, covert, sneaky, suspicious, subtextual

· What does this suggest about the fallacy?

· Is there a connection between this type of fallacy and this type of source?

· End with an appropriate Clincher Sentence

· perhaps something related to your conclusions
