ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY:  Clarification
I have had a few questions regarding the Annotated Bibliography. Here is further clarification, based on some of my responses: 

Here is one way to approach the Annotated Bibliography:

· First, to “annotate” is to add critical commentary or explanatory notes to a document.

· Second, a “bibliography” is what we have been calling throughout the semester a Works Consulted page.

· So…perhaps you would find it helpful to call this assignment an “Annotated Works Consulted page” instead of an “Annotated Bibliography.”

Here is another way to approach the Annotated Bibliography:

· Think of an Annotated Bibliography as a Works Consulted page on steroids – similar but bulkier. (It is baseball season!) 

· Yes, the sources used for the Annotated Bibliography are the SAME sources you will use for the paper.

· But we will “inject” other material into the AB to make it bigger.

· Make a Works Consulted page as you normally would – 

· all your sources, proper MLA format, alphabetical order, reverse indentation.

· Then add to each citation a paragraph of summary and a paragraph of evaluation.

· This is the “juice.”

· In the summary, OBJECTIVELY discuss what claims and grounds the author offered, in the order s/he offered them – 

· like an outline in sentence form
· the article’s main points

· Begin the summary paragraph immediately after the final period in the bibliographic citation.

· Do NOT hit “enter” to begin a new line.

· The AB handout demonstrates this.

· Then in the evaluation, SUBJECTIVELY evaluate the worth of the source - 

· subjectively in terms of analysis

· NOT in terms of "I liked it."

· Evaluate it in terms of Logos, Pathos, Ethos, subtext, fallacies, & other terms we have learned this semester (“lexicon”). 

· Is this a credible source? Are the claims warranted? Did the author establish good Ethos, through authoritative Logos & appropriate Pathos?
· Begin the evaluation paragraph by skipping a line after the summary paragraph.
· Hit “enter” to begin a new line.

· BUT maintain reverse indentation.

· The AB handout demonstrates this.

Final Reminders:

· Underline the following items:

· movie titles

· databases

· Web sites

· books

· magazines & journals

· Articles are placed within quotation marks (“ ”)

· periods are placed within the quotation marks

· Consult the MLA reminders for specific formatting

· movie reviews

· database articles

· Arrange your sources alphabetically.

· do not number the items (your bibliographic citations)
· If your source has no author, if your citation begins with the article, and if the article begins with an article (a, an, the), alphabetize by the next “real” word, usually the next word in the title.
· Maintain reverse indentation throughout

· the first line of the bibliographic citation is not indented, but the rest of lines are indented
· to indent, merely hit your “Tab” button once

· maintain this reverse indentation in the bibliographic citation, through the summary paragraph, and through the evaluation paragraph
