        Missing dates:

o       If you have no “date of posting or update,” then put in its place “n.d.” (without the quotation marks), for “no date.”

        Double quotes in the original title:

o       usually around movie titles

o       in your Works Consulted, use single where they used double

         “‘Sicko’ Sucks.”

        Months:

o       abbreviate all months, except May, June, July

o       do not forget the period after the abbreviation (Apr.)

        Movie titles:

o       underline in your essay & annotations

        URLs:

o       keep the < > around URLs that Word will take out (hit “Ctrl” + “z” to “undo”)

        Longer URLs:

o       try to get as much on a line as possible

o       when a URL runs on to the next line, hit “enter” after the last slash

o       hit “enter” only after a slash
