· BUT for our class
· BUT for critical thinkers
· BUT for publication in The Journal of Critical Thinking (if there is such a periodical) 

FOCUS:

· So your review will focus 

· LESS on its entertainment value
· LESS on its movie-making/technical aspects (lighting, cinematography) and 

· MORE on the LEXICON (special terms) we have developed for this class
· MORE on those elements of ARGUMENT we have studied throughout this semester:

· Logos, Pathos, Ethos 
· Toulmin Method (Claims, Grounds, Warrants)

· Rogerian Method (other side 1st)

· Logical Fallacies

· Analogies 
· Subtext
RESEARCH:
· the movie itself (script, quotes, specific scenes)

· movie reviews

· sources for Persuasive Appeals, Subtext, Analogies, Toulmin & Rogers, Fallacies

· To explore & demonstrate their appearance in the movie

· To conclude on their worth to the overall movie
