CITATIONS:
· Remember, when the author’s name is included in the lead-in, you needn’t repeat it in the citation.

· You’re given multiple pages for the entire article, so use in the citation only a single page for the quotation.


(1) Author=Barbara Tuchman. Book=The Fall of Vietnam. Page=3. Material=Vietnam has a history somewhat like ancient Troy.

(2) Authors=Michael S. Hanna and James W. Gibson. Book Title=Public Speaking for Personal Success. Pages=295-297. Material=Credibility is believability and is affected by a speaker’s knowledge, personal appearance, and extent of audience agreement.

(3) Author=Louis Sullivan. Magazine Article Title=A Stitch in Time. Pages=65-72. Material=Critics hostile to modern architecture have misinterpreted the slogan “a stitch in time saves nine.”

(4) Authors=Lee H. Oswald and Jack Ruby. Magazine Article Title=Who Really Killed Kennedy? Pages=15-22. Material= The "grassy knoll" idea is pure myth; only one man perpetrated this act.
(5) Author=Myron Cohen. Journal Article Title=Crack Babies. Pages=16-24. Material=Norplant is not the solution to this problem.
