Just had a good question concerning the length of the final paper, so I thought I'd pass it along.

 

To be clear, the R-IOE is longer than the other essays, the longest of the semester.

 

The "long" R-IOE sheet gives an outline of the paper, which is basically:

· Intro

· Side #1 (3 para., 1 pt./argument per para.)

· Side #2 (3 para., 1 pt. per para.)

· Conclusion (usually 3 para.: weaknesses, strengths, Side #3)

-So @ 10 para. total, @ 8 pages.

· And you'll arrange the pts./arguments in the emphatic order, saving the most argued or most significant for last...

· as these points are the 3 most significant or 3 most argued points per side (not all the pts., just the 3 most)

· and you're merely presenting them without bias - remain objective (just report)

 

The abstracts are a separate assignment from the R-IOE paper & will not be included in the final paper...

 

BUT they will help with the Conclusion material (strengths weaknesses). AND the MLA material from the abstracts will become your WC page in the paper.....granted the format is correct.
