RIOE ASSIGNMENTS
The ABSTRACTS are like annotated bibliographies but with more analysis. They're like the WC page on steroids:

· You'll have the MLA bibliographic citation (what will end up on the WC page) PLUS

· analyses of the author, publication, audience, & argument (bulletted as on the sheet). 
· Then you'll have what most annotated bibliographies have:  1 paragraph of summary + 1 paragraph of evaluation.  
· Summarize the main points of the piece - if you made an outline of the source & then put that outline in sentence form = summary. 
· Then evaluate the piece - how was its use of Logos, Pathos, Ethos, any logical fallacies, was the author credible/reliable or credentialed in the given topic, did the author meet her/his aim of argument? More than "I liked it."

As for the R-IOE, you'll research your IOE topic & present (fully, fairly, & objectively) BOTH sides of the issue. 
· Unlike the IOE (which was all opinion & all 1 side), you'll use research, totally remove yourself from the paper, & discuss both sides. 
· Think of this as more of a REPORT than an opinion or argument/persuasion -- you are just objectively reporting on both sides of the issue in order to gain a fully understanding of it. So your "aim of argument" is to INFORM.

· think of it more as a report -- objectively report on the issue, as a reporter standing at the scene of a crime 

· (not involved, not giving opinion, just presenting the story -both sides objectively)

· Why call it R-IOE when there’s no “opinion” in it?

· my thinking is I want students to revisit the topic they had for the IOE & now approach it from both sides & approach it objectively & use research to support the claims/arguments 
· that's why I kept part of the name, so students harken back to that 1st paper's topic BUT not the opinion 
· a side-effect, too, is to see the difference between objective & subjective, opinion & fact, opinion & reality, .... 
· bookends the semester
