· but explain it so it makes sense
1. Desire causes suffering; therefore, we should desire not to desire.  But how can we desire not to desire? (Buddhist paradox)

2. “An ounce of experience is better than a ton of theory.” (Dewey 169)

3. “No one can be moral…without coming to a working arrangement between the angel in himself and the devil in himself, between his rose above and his manure below.  The two forces or tendencies are mutually interdependent, and the game is a working game just so long as the angel is winning, but does not win, and the devil is losing, but is never lost.” (Watts 119-20)

4. IF the rules of football maintain that a set of downs is at most 4 downs, that to earn a new set of downs the offensive team must gain at least 10 yards, and that failure to gain 10 yards (or score a touchdown or a field goal) within a set of downs results in a turn over of possession, THEN how can the defensive team give its competition “an extra set of downs”? (OR - If the rules of baseball allow the offensive team only 3 outs per half an inning, then how can the defensive team give its competition “another out”?)
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
