FILM
· make a point, support with specific evidence (reasons, examples, details)

· Is the movie entertaining?  Does it keep your interest?  Does it touch the viewer?  Are you glad you saw it?
· start review with stars (“George Burns as God”), writer, producer, director

· example on p.458

· beyond “I liked it”

· *research & synthesize 3-6 other reviews; argue with critics (agree or disagree); state your opinion in clear thesis statement; support/defend position with examples, reasons, details

*Guidelines for writing a FILM REVIEW*
1) briefly sketch an outline of the plot & characters

2) strengths & weaknesses of the film

3) if recommend film, start with weaknesses & end with strengths

4) if do not recommend film, start with strengths & end with weaknesses

5) offer criticisms & then rebuttals within paragraphs

6) try to find insight into the film not considered before (new insight & deeper understanding)
· Introduction with clearly stated thesis

· Summary of film (paragraph at most)

· Brief acknowledgment/summary of the Other Side (other views than yours)

· Your Analysis: only those parts of the film that had impact on you; support = examples, details, reasons, & other reviews

· Conclusion: brief restatement of thesis & recommendation of film (“thumb up”)
