· Coordinate with production management final scheduling for the tech rehearsal coming up this weekend for A Funny Thing Happened on the Way to the Forum;

· Review the sales reports in our marketing meeting and collaborate on strategies with our marketing team; approve some ads;

· Give an interview for a television newscast and schedule another session at a radio station;

· Sign off on the Playboy curtain speech;

· Communicate with the Forum cast and another local television station about our upcoming Toga Tuesdays;

· Discuss a play we are considering for next year with a fellow artistic director who recently produced the play;

· Book a Celtic band and another traditional music band for late July when they will sub in for the Green Show;

· Decide whether to run into NYC tomorrow to see a matinee on Broadway of a play of we are considering for next season (still haven't decided).

Next up: attending what is called the "designer run" of Forum, the first big run through for the designers and heads of the various shops (costumes, sets, props, etc.). A meeting will follow between director and designers, and then the last dress rehearsal of the Green Show. Then back into the theatre for the final dress rehearsal of Playboy. Lee Butz will be here tonight, shooting those fabulous photos that will grace our lobby displays. After the dress rehearsal, another meeting to discuss any further changes (lights, sound, props, etc.) and then we will all go home, if we are lucky, at around midnight.

The vitality you sense when you see our productions is real and is reflected in this exuberant level of activity. This vitality is born of the passion our artists and artisans feel for these plays and the joy and richness they bring. We are so pleased that it is finally time to share it all with you.
