· Times New Roman, 12"

PUNCTUATION:
· please, don't forget to underline play titles 
· quotation marks:  short stories, articles, book chapters, short poems, songs 
· underlining (or italics):  plays, books, magazines, Web sites, databases, long (epic) poems, CD titles, movies, TV shows

STRUCTURE:  

· Introduction with Thesis Statement

· Body paragraphs

· typically 3 paragraphs

· (1 point/idea/story per paragraph)

· Conclusion 

· Works Cited

· (similar to ENG 101’s Example Essay - or Compare/Contrast Essay)
