2) RESPONSE STATEMENT:
· primary reaction, emotional response (subjective)
· relate what you have read to your life experiences

· similar or different?

· relate what you have read to your beliefs

· confirmed or contradicted?

· questions raised by the reading

· questions to ask the author

· take a stab at the meaning of the piece (thesis)
· note what PROOF the author uses to support her/his thesis (description, illustration)
· comment on the author’s tone towards the subject matter

· speculate on the author’s intended audience
· react to the author’s use of language

· copy the line into your journal

· What drew you to it?

· What does it mean to you?
