· (“Article” 89).

· If no page numbers, use “Subheadings” or paragraph numbers 

· (Smith “Salaries by Area”).

· (Smith par.6).

2. INTRODUCTION

· begin the Introduction 2 spaces below the title

· introduce your topic (major/field)
· end with a thesis that lists the sequence of topics to follow
3. BODY

· incorporate your research
· organize your information logically, coherently
· follow the sequence of the “Focus”

· no headings
· “academic writing”
· Introduction paragraph
· Body paragraphs
· Conclusion paragraph
4. CONCLUSION
· end with a concluding paragraph

· highlight the main points of the paper

· draw conclusions (based on the information presented in the Body)
5. WORKS CITED

· follow proper MLA format

· include the articles from the Abstracts

· include the Interview

· list alphabetically (not numerically)

· do NOT number

· employ “reverse indentation”
